This was our "2nd Annual Stone Ridge Fall Carnival and Teacher Basket 
Auction".  The carnival raised approximately $8,000 before expenses and included 
over 24 booths.  Students could play games, have their face or hair painted, and 
have a friend, family member or teacher put in "jail".   A community favorite, Chester 
the Clown, was traveling the halls to make balloon animals for the kids and perform 
fun magic tricks.  The most successful booth of the evening hands down was the 
dunk tank where kids and adults alike could dunk a teacher and/or 
an OU/OSU/TEXAS fan.  We doubled the profits in this booth from last year earning 
$1,100 this year.  The kids loved seeing their teachers get into the spirit by helping in 
every area of carnival. 
  

The Teacher Basket Auction made approximately $19,000 this year before 
expenses.  The auction consisted of a silent auction, a live auction and a “cash and 
carry” store.  The "cash and carry" consisted of student made items that were 
personalized and available for purchase.  The profits from auction go directly to the 
teacher to be used for his/her classroom.  Some of the fun items that were auctioned 
were "Principal for the Day" and "Name the Loop" where the winning bidder will have 
their child's name on the street sign leading into the circle drive.  Thunder Tickets 
were a huge success as well as treats for mom like Coach bags, spa trips, shopping 
sprees and more! 
  

The reality however, is that success cannot always be rated by income.  Without the 
parent, staff, and teacher volunteers working booths, running last minute errands, 
cooking the brisket, cleaning the school, counting the money and every imaginable 
job in between, this event could not happen.  The future success of our carnival and 
auction will depend on the coordination of all these volunteers for which we are so 
grateful.
